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Presentation Development Tips
The information presented below is to assist the faculty of CME Events in developing presentations, slides and handout materials.  
1. HIPAA

a. Remove all patient identifiers from all slides, including angiograms, x-rays, labs and EKG’s for example.

b. Photographs of patients should not be used unless the patient has given written permission to do so according to the institution’s regulations.

2. Copyright

a. All references must be included on presentation material.

3. Trade Names

a. Trade names are not be used on presentation materials.  The only time

      trade names should be used is in the case of multiple products from 

      several companies that produce the same product or if that product is the 

      only one of its kind.

4. Logos

a. Product logos are not be included on any presentation materials.  

     (slides, handouts or abstracts).

5. Content

a. Presentation content must be based on scientific evidence that is accepted 

     within the profession of medicine as adequate justification for their 

     indications and contra-indications in the care of patients.

6. Commercial Support and Exhibits 
a. If this activity will receive commercial support, financial or in-kind
 grants or donations from a company such as a pharmaceutical or medical
   device manufacturer, you must abide by the ACCME Standards for

   Commercial Support; ACCME Standards for Commercial Support.

   (exhibit fees are not considered commercial support) 
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
